II.	REGULAR AGENDA
	Mayor Hammond opened the Public Hearing. He noted there were several items to discuss.
1. Resolution 25-10 Final Nuisance Abatement Assessment
Mayor Hammond read the agenda item listed above. 

City Attorney Obos read Resolution 25-10 Nuisance Abatement Assessment by title only. He reported this is the final nuisance abatement for properties the city had cleaned and filed liens for the costs incurred. City Attorney Obos further reported there are 2 properties with unpaid liens totaling $13,235.04 that will be moved to the City’s tax rolls.

Mayor Hammond asked if anyone from the public would like to speak on Resolution 25-10 Nuisance Abatement Assessments. There were no comments from the public. He then asked the City Commission if they had any comments. There were none.

Motion by Commissioner Kennington to approve Resolution 25-10 Final Nuisance Abatement Assessments. Motion seconded by Commissioner Hamre. Roll Call: All ayes; motion carried (5-0). 

2. Resolution 25-11 Non-Ad Valorem Fire Assessment for FY25-26
Mayor Hammond read the agenda item listed.

City Attorney Obos read Resolution 25-11 Fire Assessment for FY25-26 by title only. He noted there had been no change to the Fire Assessment rates.

Mayor Hammond asked if anyone from the public would like to speak on Resolution 25-11 Fire Assessment for FY25-26. There were no comments from the public. He then asked the City Commission if they had any comments. There were none.

3. Resolution 25-12 Tentative Ad Valorem for FY25-26

City Attorney Obos read Resolution 25-12 Tentative Ad Valorem for FY25-26 by title only. He stated the proposed millage rate of 4.865 is the same as last year but more than the roll back rate of 4.6658 mills. He noted adopting the same millage rate as last year would provide for an ad valorem increase of 4.27% for the year.

Mayor Hammond asked if anyone from the public would like to speak on Resolution 25-12 Tentative Ad Valorem for FY25-26. There were no comments from the public. He then asked the City Commission if they had any comments. There were none.

Motion by Commissioner Chval to approve Resolution 25-12 Tentative Ad Valorem for FY25-26. Motion seconded by Commissioner Kennington. Roll Call: All ayes; motion carried (5-0).

4. Resolution 25-13 Tentative Budget for FY25-26
Mayor Hammond read the agenda item listed above.

City Attorney Obos read Resolution 25-13 Tentative Budget for FY25-26 by title only. 

Mayor Hammond asked if anyone from the public would like to speak on Resolution 25-13 Tentative Budget for FY25-26. There were no comments from the public. He then asked the City Commission if they had any comments. 

Mayor Hammond told the City Commission the Budget for FY25-26 includes 2 new positions in the Public Works Department. He explained one full-time position will be added to Sewer due to the frequency of new connections and increased in locates for service lines. He then explained the other full-time position will be added to the Parks and Recreation Department to take care of the City’s new facilities (i.e. City Complex and Civic Center) as well as maintenance of the grounds. There were no further comments. 

Motion by Commissioner Kennington to approve Resolution 25-13 Tentative Budget for FY25-26. Motion seconded by Commissioner Hamre. Roll Call: All ayes; motion carried (5-0).

Mayor Hammond closed the Public Hearing. He noted this concluded the meeting agenda. He asked if there were any comments from the City Commission. There were none.
